Step-by-Step Installation

1a. Power Supply – Drive and Device 
Power With T2

■ Ensure T2 is OFF
■ Connect T2 to TP1/TP2 with 5-pin DIN
■ Connect Molex-4 of TC17 to T2 DC Out
■ Connect Molex-4 of TC17 to subject drive 

only if drive interface power is not 
supplied through 15-PIN SATA interface 
(see diagram at below right)

■ Connect 4-pin floppy of the TC1 to the T15, 
T15-RW

■ Switch ON the T2 drive power switch to 
supply power to the Tableau IDE bridge and 
the subject drive

1b. Power Supply – Drive and Device Power 
Without T2

■ Connect TC1 5-pin DIN to TP1/TP2 DC Out
■ Connect TC1 Molex-4 drive power to the 

subject only if drive interface power is 
not supplied through 15-PIN SATA 
interface (see diagram below right)

■ Connect TC1 floppy style power to the T15, 
T15-RW DC In

2. SATA Drive Interface 
■ Connect the SATA drive directly to the T15, 

T15-RW SATA interface

4. Host Interface
■ Connect the T15, T15-RW to the host using 

ONE of the available bilingual FireWire 
800/400 connectors

Tableau recommends the use of a Tableau T2 
drive power switch when imaging IDE drives 
with pocket bridges.

Connection Recommendations

1a. Power With T2 
DC In (TP1 /  TP2 Power 
Supply) Cable: 
5-pin DIN

T2 Device Power DC 
Out Cable:
TC17 “Y”

1b. Power Without T2
Cable: 
TC1 “Y”

Powering on the T15, T15-RW and 
Subject Drive
Ensure T2 is switched to the OFF position (when 
using T2). Connect TP1/TP2 to the AC power source. 
Toggle T2 switch to the ON position for bridge and 
drive power.

Disconnecting the T15, T15-RW and Subject 
Drive
Prior to powering down and disconnecting either the 
Tableau T15, T15-RW or the subject drive, issue the 
appropriate OS command to ensure that all current 
or pending transfer operations are completed.

Converting to Read / Write Operation

factory programmed read-only bridge to read / 
write operation.

Daisy Chaining Pocket Bridges
Use FireWire to daisy chain the T15, T15-RW to 
additional T15, T15-RW bridges. FireWire 800 is best 
for performance.

2. SATA Drive Interface
Direct Connect to Bridge

3. Host Connection
Cable: 
TC7-9-9  9p-9p FireWire

FireWire Adapters:
TCA7-4-9  4p-9p FireWire
TCA7-6-9  6p-9p FireWire
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1b. Power Without T2 Drive Power Switch

NOTE: Use either 1a or 1b!
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1a. Power With T2 Drive Power Switch
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CAUTION: If the SATA device has both 15-pin SATA and
4-pin MOLEX power connectors, you MUST NOT power 
the device’s MOLEX power connector when using the 
T15 bridge.
