Step-by-Step Installation

1. SCSI Drive Interface 
■ Confirm T4 power switch is in the off 

position
■ Connect T4 to the SCSI subject drive 

2. Subject SCSI Drive Power
■ Connect subject SCSI drive to T4 DC 

power out

3. Host Computer Interface
■ Connect host to T4 using ONE of the USB 

2.0, FireWire 800, or FireWire 400 connectors

  

4. Power (DC In A or B) 
■ DC In A: Connect TP1/TP2 power supply 

using 5-pin DIN
■ DC In B: Attach TC2-8 or Molex-4 equivalent

Powering on the T4
Apply power to the T4 (and the subject drive if 
attached to DC OUT connector) by toggling 
the power switch to the left (A on) if providing 
power via DC IN A, or to the right if (B on) if 
providing power via DC in B.

Disconnecting the T4 and the Subject Drive
Prior to disconnecting either the Tableau T4 or 
the subject drive, issue the appropriate OS 
command to ensure that all current or pending 
transfer operations are completed.

Daisy Chaining Bridges
Use FireWire to daisy chain the T4 with other 
Tableau bridges. FireWire 800 is best for 
performance.

Bridges cannot be daisy chained through USB 
connections.
